Nature of support 2016/17

Every child with Pupil Premium funding is unique and consequently the needs of each child will be judged accordingly. This means that we
will need to work hard to analyse the provision that we put in place for them on a regular basis and adapt where an intervention or strategy
is not showing impact.

Additional support from teaching assistants in the classroom to work with individuals or groups. Support staff will also work with individuals
and groups outside the class to either consolidate classroom learning or to provide opportunities to extend learning where this is
appropriate. An intervention group runs for underperformers in KS1 and KS2 through guided work with a teacher or a learning support
assistant.

A number of children will also be given access to a social skills group to help improve their recall skills, increase their confidence and
strengthen their attitudes to learning.

1:2 and 1:1 additional tuition will also take place in KS2 for those who need intensive small paired/individual support.

Financial support will also be provided to enable the disadvantaged children with the same life experiences as other children of the same
age for example, attending school trips, music lesson, help with uniform, attending breakfast club etc.

Impact of PPG spending

Children’s progress will be monitored on a termly basis to evaluate the impact of support on their academic achievement. Their
development in other areas will be monitored informally by their class teacher. The provision for Pupil Premium children is also monitored
by the designated Governor for Pupil Premium. The Governor works closely with the Pupil Premium Champion to ensure that policy is
being adhered to and that funding is being used as effectively as possible. Findings are reported back to the Governing Body once a term.
